Seniors Homes & Community Housing provides housing for seniors and low income families 
and is responsible for the operation of five Seniors’ Homes in Wetaskiwin as well as one in 
Millet and one in Winfield. The organization is also responsible for 49 family units and 67 
private landlord designations, administration of the Direct Rent Supplement Program, as well as 
the Wetaskiwin Community Transportation Society which operates a bus service for seniors. 
 
The organization employs approximately 75 staff and provides housing for more than 400 
residents. The Lodge in Winfield and the Peace Hills Complex in Wetaskiwin have their own 
Managers and the head office has eight administrative staff. The organization is governed by an 
appointed Board of Directors with representation from the City and County of Wetaskiwin and 
the Town of Millet. 
 
Funding approval of $8.2 million has recently been received from the Provincial Government to 
build a new home with approximately 120 units.

 The ability to assess and plan for the overall needs of the organization, to effectively 
inform and advise the Board and staff, and to work with the Board and staff in 
developing appropriate strategic plans to build for future growth and demands. 

 Proven knowledge and ability in relevant property management, maintenance, and overall 
operations. 

 Good knowledge of the funding and reporting requirements of Seniors’ Homes and 
programs and overall financial acumen with proven budget development experience.
